
National Veterans Wheelchair Games 

Online Registration Instructions 

Registration Process Overview: 

Step 1: Create an account. 

Step 2: Log in and complete Stage 1.  

Step 3: Mail in Liability and Waiver forms. 

Step 4: Log in when you receive your acceptance email and complete stage 3 (Event Selection, Travel, Team 

information). 

 

The National Veterans Wheelchair Games registration is now online.  The process has been divided into a four 

stage process.  The first stage is for account creation along with an initial registration and an allowance for a 

participant to download and return all of the required forms.  These forms include liability releases for all 

participants and health and physical forms for competitors.  Stage 2 is an internal stage for NVWG staff to 

review all of your required documents and will allow for medical staff to determine a default classification for 

new competitors.  No participant will be able to move forward with their registration until all of the required 

forms have been returned to NVWG staff.  Once staff have reviewed your forms and your eligibility to 

participate in the NVWG is approved, you will receive an email notifying you to complete your registration.  

The registration website has been tested with most modern browsers and operating systems.  .  It has not 

been tested on all tablets and smart phones and we do not support any issues that may be caused as a result 

of using these devices.  You will need to be able to accept cookies from our website.  If you have any 

problems, please email nvwgregistration@pva.org.  If your email client uses a spam or junk folder to store 

potentially unwanted email, please make sure this email address is registered as an approved sender, 

otherwise you may miss important correspondence.

Competitors and Coaches must register by selecting the 37th Games Official Online Registration link. 

Your browser will be directed to the registration application on wa5.pva.org. 
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STAGE 1 SUMMARY 

If you have participated in the NVWG before, click on the Create Account button on the bottom left of the 

screen.  If you have provided an email address in previous years, you will be able to create a password and 

register for this year’s game and preserve all of your past history.  If you have trouble creating your password 

but know you participated before, please email us at nvwgregistration@pva.org using your preferred email 

account and supply your name and address.  We would like to try to preserve any historical information, 

especially past classification information for competitors.  Caregivers no longer have to register separately but 

any competitor who is bringing a caregiver should record them with the competitor’s registration. 

PAST PARTICIPANTS 

Since we already have information for past competitors and coaches in the database, all previous 

participants have to do for stage one is reset the password for their account and enter a small amount 

of information to begin.  You will then be asked to download the required forms.  You are required to 

sign and compile all of the documents and mail them to the stated address in Seattle.  When your 

documents are received they will be reviewed to make sure they are complete and you will be 

approved to attend the games as a competitor or coach.  Once approved you will receive an email and 

then be able to log back into the system using your email and the password you created and be able to 

complete your registration.  You will also be able to edit your personal information at this time. 

NEW PARTICIPANTS 

Brand new participants are required to create a new profile and verify their email address before 

completing stage 1.  Once all of the required personal information is entered, they will then be asked 

to download the required forms.  As for past participants, all documents must be completed and 

returned to the following address: 
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  When your documents are received, they will be reviewed to make sure they are complete.  If so, you 

will be approved to attend the games as a competitor or coach.  An email is sent to notify you that you 

are able to log back into the system using your email and the password you created to complete your 

registration.  You will also be able to edit your personal information at this time. 

 

GENERAL INFORMATION (competitors and coaches) 

 

ADDRESS INFORMATION 

Your address will be used to send essential confirmation materials.  If you live outside the United 

States, select NU-Non US from the drop down list 

CONTACT INFORMATION 

Please input all of your contact information.  Please enter your telephone numbers without any 

punctuation.  Input your mobile phone carrier and change receive texts to Yes if you would like 

to receive texts from the NVWG.  (This is not related to the NVWG mobile app).  NVWG staff will 

use your Cell phone number as your primary phone but if you have another phone number 

such as a home or work number that can also be used to contact you please add it in the 

Alternate Phone field.  Email is a required field and is used as our primary contact method.  If 

you have a coach make sure you add that information under Coach’s Email as they will be 

copied on all games correspondence. 

Make sure to click the Save Changes button on the bottom of the page. 

 

 



MILITARY SERVICE INFORMATION (competitors only) 

 

SERVICE BRANCHES 

 Input all the military services that you served.  To delete a service branch that is listed, click on 

the image of the trash can.  To edit an entry, click on the image of the notepad and pencil to the 

left.  To add a branch click on the blue Add button on the top right.  When adding a service 

branch you have to select the name of the branch, enter the highest rank you achieved, and 

enter the span of time that you served.  For instance 1968-1989 or 5/60 – 8/64. 

 

 

COMBAT SERVICE 

 If you served in a combat area, please select all that apply.  You can either double click on an 

item or use the arrows to move a selection from the left side which lists your possible choices 

to the right which are those that apply to you.  If you did not serve in combat you can choose 

Other or Peacetime.  If you served in a combat zone that is not listed please email us so we can 

update our list and add it to the choices. 

 



 

VSO MEMBERSHIPS 

 Please select all of the Veteran Services Organizations that you are a member of.  If you are a 

PVA member, you should make sure to move Paralyzed Veterans of America Member from the 

left column of choices and move it to the right with your selected choices.  Once again, you 

move each item by either double clicking on it or selecting it and using the center errors to 

move it from one side to the next.  Always remember to click ‘Save Changes’ before moving on. 

 

COMPETITOR’S REGISTRATION (competitors only)

TRAVEL INFORMATION  

We need your correct travel information so we can be prepared for your arrival and departure.  This 

information is used by our transportation committee and it is also shared with airlines, airports, 

and the NVWG hotels so everyone can prepare and provide you with the best experience 

possible.  Please make sure to check www.wheelchairGames.org for what travel types and 

locations are supported for the current year’s Games.  If you have not made travel arrangements 

yet, you will be able to log back in to update this field until June 12th. 

 

Select the travel method (Driving or Flying) that you will be using. 

ARRIVAL INFORMATION  

 If you are driving, we need the day and an estimated time that you plan to arrive. If you are 

flying we need the date and the time you are scheduled to arrive in the host city and the airport 

you are starting from.  We also need to know if you have a connecting flight, name of airline, 

and flight number(s).   

 

 

DEPARTURE INFORMATION 

 If you are driving, we need the day and an estimated time that you plan to leave. If you are 

flying we need the date and the time your flight is scheduled to depart the host city. The 

departure airline and the flight number.  We also need to know If you have a connecting flight. 

TRAVEL CONTACT INFORMATION 

 If you are flying, but are not making your own flight arrangements, please give us the full name 

and a phone number and email of someone to contact if there are questions about your flight 

information

Dates will default to the day before the NVWG Expo and the day after the closing ceremonies.  

Date/Time data should be entered in the MM/DD/YYYY HH:MI AM/PM format.  You can use the 

date time selection popup by clicking on the button located on the right of the field. 

If your airline is not on the Air Carrier selection list, please email us at 

nvwgregistration@pva.org so we can add it.  You will be able to edit your information until June

DURABLE MEDICAL EQUIPMENT REQUESTS (competitors only) 

The NVWG has a limited amount of equipment which may be available to competitors staying at an 

official NVWG hotel.  It is recommended that you bring your own equipment but we will have a 

limited number of items that will be available on a first come, first served basis.  Please select 

the items that you may need to borrow for the week.  If you do not plan on requesting any 

items, please select none. 

 

We do not provide any DME that is not listed. 

 

 

 

WHEELCHAIR INFORMATION (competitors only) 

A competitor must list each type of wheelchair they are bringing to the Games.  An event may 

require a certain type of chair.  Please review the NVWG Events & Rules Guide for details.  If 

you have not listed a chair of the required type, then you will not have the option of choosing 

that event.  For example, if you want to compete in the 800 m Track then you must have 

selected a racing chair.  You will be able to make changes until June 12th.  If you remove a

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wheelchair from your list and selected an event that requires a wheelchair of that type, the 

event will be removed from your list of requested events automatically. 

 

As with all forms, remember to click on Save Changes before leaving the page. 

 

EVENT REQUESTS (competitors only) 

Select the events that you would like to compete in.  Some events do have to limit the number of 

competitors.  Since a sizable number of competitors who register for an event end up not being 

able to compete we do overbook an event.  If an issue arises we will put people on a waiting list 

based on their registration date.  Any competitor who may be effected will be marked as 

“waitlist” on their event schedule.  If an event has more than one heat, we will work to make 

sure everyone is in a heat which does not conflict with another event.  It is important to check 

the list of event conflicts before selecting events.  Note that it is possible that unavoidable 

changes in scheduling or event venues which was not anticipated may affect an event.  Events 

cannot be added after June 12th.  

 

 

 

 



EVENT DETAILS (competitors participating in Air Rifles, Air Pistols, Power Soccer only) 

If you choose to participate in Air Rifles, Air Pistols, or Power Soccer you will be required to enter 

some additional information.  This information is used for planning and equipment planning. 

 

 

Air Rifle participants need to supply the following information: 

1. Have you ever competed in Air Rifles at the NVWG before? 

2. Are you bringing your own rifle or using your team’s rifle? 

3. If you are using your own or a team rifle, what is the model type? 

4. Do you plan to use your own support stand or borrow one?(SH2 shooters only) 

5. Do you plan to use your own trigger mechanism or borrow one?(SH2 shooters only) 

 

 

Air Pistol participants need to supply the following information: 

1. Have you ever competed in Air Pistols at the NVWG before? 

2. Are you bringing your own rifle or using your team’s pistol? 

3. If you are using your own or a team pistol, what is the model type? 

 



 

Power Soccer competitors need to supply the following information: 

1. Confirm the type of power chair you will use for soccer. 

2. Does your chair have a center post? (relevant especially if borrowing guard) 

3. Do you plan on borrowing a foot guard? 

 

 

 

 

 

 

COMPETITOR’S CAREGIVER (competitors only) 

Everyone is required to enter whether or not they will be bringing a caregiver.  Athletes who are 

bringing a caregiver need to select the Yes radio button and list them under their registration.  

We need their contact information and an emergency contact for them in case they have a 

problem while at the NVWG.  There are two types of caregivers that need to be registered, 

those who you are paying directly for their services (Non VA) and those supplied by the VA.  You 

do not need to report family members who also serve as a caregiver.

 

 



COACH’S REGISTRATION (coaches only) 

 Coaches must enter coach type and a NVWG Team.  A VA Coach is one that works for the VA and is 

coaching competitors as part of their job.  A Non VA Coach would be someone who does not fit that 

description.   

 

 

COACH’S ATHLETE LIST (coaches only) 

Every coach is required to list the athletes that they are serving as coach.  You are asked to type in the 

full name of five of the competitors.  NVWG staff will verify each athlete by linking the coach’s 

registration to an active NVWG competitor.  You will be able to add up to 5 athletes and change 

your athlete list until June 12th. 

 

 

COACH’S REQUIRED FORMS (coaches only) 

 

Every coach must complete and return the required liability and release forms.  Simply click the link and forms 

will download and a small pop up window will appear.  Click the finish button, fill out and return all of the 

forms to the NVWG office and wait for approval.  Once your eligibility is confirmed, you will get an email that 

will allow you to finish your registration. 

 



 

 

 

 

Once information has been entered, you will be able to view and make changes by using the blue 

navigation bar on the left of the page.  Only items relevant to your registration will appear.  You 

can access your personal information by clicking on the My Account menu item and 

registration.  Only information that is relevant to you so the registration menu, shown on the 

right side of the next page, may be slightly different. 

 

 

 

 

 



 

 
 

Data can be altered until June 12th by opening the registration menu item and selecting the 

specific item.  Most of the forms are exactly like the ones used to initially enter the information.  

The Team form does allow for one to select what hotel they are staying at during the NVWG.  

Please make sure your hotel information is correct.  Entering it here does not constitute 

making a hotel reservation.  This is just for information only and used for planning purposes.
